Starts with a notice in the Environmental Notice of the Starts with a notice in the Environmental Notice of the 
Office of Environmental Quality Control (OEQC)Office of Environmental Quality Control (OEQC)
A Public Scoping meeting is held to receive all A Public Scoping meeting is held to receive all 
comments from comments from 
interested agencies and interested agencies and 
partiesparties
The public comment The public comment 
period lasts for thirty days period lasts for thirty days 
after the scoping periodafter the scoping period



ENVIRONMENTAL PROCESSENVIRONMENTAL PROCESS

If the impacts of the alternatives are expected to have If the impacts of the alternatives are expected to have 
no significant negative results, then an Environmental no significant negative results, then an Environmental 
Assessment (EA) is prepared Assessment (EA) is prepared 
If some of the impacts are considered major, then an If some of the impacts are considered major, then an 
Environmental Impact Statement is prepared. This is a Environmental Impact Statement is prepared. This is a 
lengthier process and includes both a draft and a final lengthier process and includes both a draft and a final 
documentdocument
At this point, we do not know At this point, we do not know 
whether Keawhether Kea‘‘auau--PPāāhoahoa will involvewill involve
an EA or an EIS because the an EA or an EIS because the
